This workshop provides information on the processes that drive implementation of RTI in reading
in schools.

It is important to position RTI as a joint initiative of general education and special education. RTI
enables special education and general education to provide a seamless series of services available to
students. Lack of sufficient progress is perhaps the most highly trusted indicator in the discussion
about whether to refer a student for testing for special education qualification.

Data is integral in making decisions about what skills struggling readers lack, and whether evi-
denced based intervention strategies provided to date have been effective. Early literacy screening
assessments such as DIBELS identifies which students needs interventions. However, literacy
screening does not always provide enough information about what targeted interventions are
needed. After a deeper look into error patterns in student probes, the team may collect more diag-
nostic data to get laser clarity about the student’s deficit skill area (s) before deciding on the appro-
priate instruction needed.

e Scheduling interventions by adding intervention blocks in the master schedules

o Determining the best delivery model based on reviewing several options used by other schools
e Role and job description of an RTI Coordinator

o Tips for implementing in stages across 2-3 years
